The government of India has pro-
posed raising the minimum Legal
age of Marriage for women from
18 to 21 Years. Currently, the min-
imum legal age for women to
marry is 18 years; for men, the cor-
responding age is 21 years. A bill to
formalize such a legal change was
presented in the Lok Sabah on 21
December. However after resistance from
the opposition parties, it was sent to a parlia-
mentary panel for further evaluation.
Proponents of increasing the marital age for
women argue that currently, several girls are
forced to drop their studies for marriage and
increasing the minimum legal age required to
marry to 21 would give them time to peruse
their studies and opportunity to pursue high-
er education. Another contention is that of
pregnancies in early teenage girls heighten
the possibility of high blood pressure anemia

and mental health problems. This is why rais-
ing the age of marriage for girls
could help decrease the maternal
mortality rate.

On the other hand, opponents
of the change argue that child
marriages are rife in India at
Present in spite of the same
being barred law, the proposal is

that some girls from especially conserva-
tive, regressive and patriarchal families
escape their families clutches by choosing
to marry a person of their choice after turn-
ing 18 years old. As a result of the proposed
legal amendment, girls belong to Socio-
economically weak families are forced into
child marriages and providing them finan-
cial support, especially for pursuing educa-
tion, with automatically raise the age of
marriage among women.
